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	ABSTRACT: Aim: To evaluate the safety,efficacy and response of concurrent chem-o-radiation followed by low dose rate intraluminal brachytherapy in the manage- ment of non-metastatic carcinoma oesophagus.Materials and methods:Seventeen pat-ients of non-metastatic squamous cell carcinoma oesophagus were treated between July 1993 and February 1996.The treatment schedule consisted of concurrent chem-otherapy (Inj cis-Platinum 70-100mg and Inj Bleomycin 15mg on days 1 and 21)and teletherapy with a cobalt unit(5040 cGy/28 fractions) from day two,followed by intraluminal brachytherapy(2000 cGy at 0.5 cm from surface at the dose rate of 70-90 cGy/hour)2-3 weeks after completion of external radiotherapy. 
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
